Supplies List

A hat or a visor. Clamps – Get STRONG ones (ladies, get them so strong you almost can’t squeeze them!) The flat metal clamps or little plastic ones sold by art supply stores don’t do the trick! (You can get good cheap clamps at Home Depot, Lowes etc.).

In addition, I suggest the following supplies; most can be ordered on line at judsonsart.com, dakotapastels.com, dickblick.com, or jerrysartarama.com. You can work in any or all three media:

I. Pastel Supplies
1. Soft Pastels – (NOT oil pastels) The new Jack Richeson - William Schneider 80 Stick Portrait & Figure Set is preferred. (You can order this at Judson’s https://www.judsonsart.com/collections/richeson-instructor-sets?page=3
 Unison, Rembrandt, Sennelier, Terry Ludwig, and Great American pastels are also good. Terry Ludwig’s “Intense Darks II” are the best dark set.
2. Pastel paper –Sanded supports are the best. I like Pastel Premier sanded papers 320 Grit or U-art 280 or 320 grit, and Ampersand Pastelboard. 
3. Vinyl (not latex) gloves to protect your hand from the sanded support. You want them tight, like a 2nd skin.
II. Oil Supplies
1. Canvas or linen (I prefer Claessens # 15 Double Oil Primed linen either stretched or stapled to a board

2. Oil Paints – As long as you have a warm and cool version of each primary plus white you don’t need to buy particular colors. [If you want to, I use:  Reds: Rembrandt Permanent Red Medium, Rembrandt Permanent Madder Deep; Yellows: Yellow Ochre (or Raw Sienna), Holbein Permanent Yellow Deep and Permanent Yellow Light (as substitutes for the cadmiums); Blues: Ultramarine Blue and Ivory Black; Miscellaneous: Rembrandt Transparent Oxide Brown, Manganese Violet, Cremnitz White or Titanium White].
3. Brushes – Bristle Flats  sizes 8, and 10 [I prefer Robert Simmons Signet ]  -- Sable or Mongoose Flats sizes 2,4, 6 [Rosemary & Co series 279]. 

4. Painting Knife 
5. Misc. 2” Speedball hard rubber breyer (optional) Speedball Textile Squeegee (optional).
III. Charcoal Supplies

1. Charcoal
a. Soft Vine sticks medium diameter & wide diameter
b. Compressed Charcoal – dark
c. Charcoal pencils Medium, Dark, soft-4B, Extra soft-6B
d. Powdered charcoal
e. White Charcoal pencil (for highlights on toned paper)
2. Paper
a. Drawing paper – 11 x 14 or 18 x 24 (preferred) white and toned gray or toned tan (I use the Strathmore 400 series pads
b. Newsprint pad
3. Misc.
a. Sandpaper block or sandpaper (to sharpen charcoal)
b. Single edged razor blade or Exacto razor knife (to sharpen charcoal pencils)
c. Stump (also called a tortillion) for blending effects
d. Chamois (to erase vine charcoal)
e. Kneaded rubber eraser
f. Drawing board (Dick Blick sells a nice “Drawing Clip Board”) 
g. “Krylon Fine Art Fixatif” (great final fixative)
h. Acetone (I get it at a hardware store) + Solvent Resistant Sprayer (it must bel labeled as such – the acetone will destroy a non-solvent resistant sprayer in one use. [this is for a special effect and is optional]
i. An old sock & twist tie to make a charcoal pouncing bag to apply the powdered charcoal
